e Take these items with you when evacuating:
e 30 day supply of prescribed medication.
¢ Bedding and clothing, including sleeping bags and pillows.
e Bottled water, battery operated radio with extra batteries, first aid kit
and flashlight.
¢ Car keys and road maps.
e Cash and / or travelers check
¢ Documents, including driver’s license, social security card, proof of
residence, insurance policies, wills deeds, birth and marriage certifi-
cates, tax records, as well as family, work, and other important con-
tact information.
e Pet Supplies. If a pet shelter is needed, register your pet in advance
for a designated shelter.
Essential items needed during and after a hurricane:
¢ First aid kit and essential medications, vitamins, fruits, vegetables,
protein bars, and trail mix.
¢ Ready to eat canned foods and juices, soups, non-refrigerated milk
brands and a manual can opener.

¢ Special items for infants, elderly, or family members with special
needs.
